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Dredlock Hat 

Materials: 

Approximately 150-160 yards worsted weight yarn 

Size 7, 16‖ circular needle 

Size 7 double points (may use dps for entire piece, if desired) 

 

Notes:  

 

To make dredlock: Insert right needle into stitch, begin to knit stitch as usual but do not  complete by knitting stitch off 
of left needle. Instead, pull yarn UP  and OFF  of right needle tip and stretch out double the length of dredlock that you 
need (pull out 6‖ for a 3‖ lock), and twist on finger tip until very, very tight (when it starts to twist upon itself. It’s your 
preference of what look you want, the tighter the twist the more the lock will twist and turn). Place end of twisted lock 
from finger tip onto the left  needle. Then knit 2 stitches together through the back loops. 

I have included ―check off‖ boxes to right of rows for ease of keeping up with rows knitted. 

Switch to double points when stitches become too tight on circular needle. 

 

Row 1: Cast on 72 and join, place marker, being careful not to twist. 

Rows 1-15: *K2, P2*. Repeat * to * around for 15 rows. Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ Υ 

Row 16: K even. 

Row 17: K1, *make 2‖ dred, K3*. Repeat * to * around. 

Rows 18-21: K 4 rounds even. Υ Υ Υ Υ 

Row 22: *K3, make 2½‖  dred*. Repeat * to * around. (when making dreds, try not to keep them directly over the last 
ones made 4 rows below, try to keep them in between ones previously made). 

Rows 23-26: K 4 rounds even. Υ Υ Υ Υ 

Row 27: K1, *K3, make 3‖ dred*. Repeat * to * around. 

Rows 28-31: K 4 rounds even. Υ Υ Υ Υ 

Row 32: (This is the crown part now) *K3, make 3½‖ dred*.  Repeat * to * around. 

Row 33: *K3, K2 tog*. Repeat * to * around. 

Rows 34-36: K 3 rounds even. Υ Υ Υ 

Row 37: K1, *make 3‖ dred, K2*. Repeat * to * around. 

Row 38: *K2, K2 tog*. Repeat * to * around. 

Rows 39-40: K 2 rounds even. Υ Υ 

Row 41: *K1, make 2½‖ dred*. Repeat * to * around. 

Row 42: *K1, K2 tog*. Repeat * to * around. 

Row 43: K 1 round even. 

(Continued) 

Free Patterns 
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Row 44: *Make 2‖ dred, K1*. Repeat * to * around. 

Row 45: K2 tog around. 

Row 46: K 1 round even. 

Row 47: *K1, make 2‖ dred*. Repeat * to * around. 

Row 48: K2 tog around. 

Row 49: K even one round. Cut yarn leaving a 5‖ tail. Thread tail through blunt large eye needle and draw through re-
maining stitches and pull tight.
